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Centerpoint:

Why do you seek the living
among the dead? - Luke 24:5

We live in a pessimistic age. It is
so easy to focus on what is wrong
with our world... because there is
so much that is wrong.

The congress is gridlocked. The
economy is shaky. Jobless rates
continue to climb. The rich get
richer. The poor get poorer.
Wars rage. Terrorism threatens.
The litany of woes is endless, it
seems.

In the church, too, it is easy to
focus on what is wrong. We
regularly get reports from the
ELCA about shrinking member-
ship, budget cuts, reduction in
mission support, closing congre-
gations and division over issues
like homosexuality.

We live in a pessimistic age.

Which is why we so desperately
need to hear the Good News of
the Easter angels:

“Why do you seek the living
among the dead?”

We can easily loose ourselves
among the dead. The weight of a
pessimistic world can drag us
down into despair.
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But, we need to hear the rest of
the angels’ words to Mary: “Why
do you seek the living among the
dead? He is not here, he is
risen!”

As Christians, as followers of Je-
sus Christ, we no longer need to
wander among the dead. We no
longer need to succumb to pessi-
mism and fear. We no longer
need to allow the bleakness of
our world to overwhelm us.

Christ is risen!
He is risen indeed!

That’s the Good News we will
celebrate again in a few short
weeks.

That’s the Good News that has
carried the Christian Church
through the rise and fall of em-
pires, through barbarian inva-
sions, the great plagues, and fam-
ines. It has allowed Christians to
endure trials and tribulations,
persecutions and cultural up-
heavals of every kind.

Ours are not the worst of times
nor the best of times.

But they are, as always, God’s
time.

It always amazes me how much
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good there really is in the
world, once you start looking
for it. It always amazes me
how God blesses us every day,
if you are open seeing it.

We need to spend more time
looking for the living among
the living!

Just in our congregation, there
are people who are busy caring
for other people who no one
notices. We have folks who
are engaged in community life,
community service, working on
behalf of the poor and the
powerless in many different
ways. There are people who
give of themselves and of their
resources with staggering gen-
erosity. God is at work in
them, just as God is at work in
you and in me.

We are Easter people! We
know that even if the world
gets even bleaker than it is
(and it might) we cannot ulti-
mately be defeated. God, after
all, has already won!

Join us in celebrating this Good
News... both on Easter Sunday

and throughout the year!

We don’t know
what the future holds or all the
ramifications of our decisions. We

thing good?

Because Christ dwells in your heart.
That is not to say we won’t make
wrong choices, sometimes even for
what we see as the right reasons.

How precious it is to get a phone call from a distant
friend or relative! Now imagine you're a soldier sta-
tioned overseas and you've been gifted with an
hour of free phone home time. For many military
people without regular access to a computer, that
call home boosts morale like nothing else can.

"Cell Phones for Soldiers" is a program ULCSC has
been a part of since May of 2008, and we've pro-
vided 102 hours of phone home time by recycling
102 cell phones. Nationally, the program has pro-
vided more than 60,000,000 one-hour phone cards
for overseas military. "Cell Phones for Sol-
diers" recently announced an expansion of their
services by offering free cell phones to all armed
forces returning from service in lraq and Afghani-
stan.

To achieve this goal, the charity is calling on all
Americans to donate their old phones to the
cause. The free phones are drawn from those do-
nated by individuals and corporations. To achieve
this goal, an additional 1 million phones will need to
be donated in 2010.

So, get your spring cleaning started early this year!
Purge your homes and offices of "retired" cell
phones! In addition to less clutter, you'll know that
you're connecting families and friends through your
generosity, and making the transition easier for re-
turning soldiers.

Fishers and Followers
Proclaiming Christ

Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, bap-
tizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son
and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey
everything that | have commanded you.

C Matthew 28:19-20

When Jesus called his first disciples, he told them
that, if they followed him, they would be fishing for
people. These words, from the end of Matthew, are
the disciples’ fishing orders.

Proclaiming Jesus Christ is not an option for his dis-
ciples. Sharing the Good News, inviting others to
follow, and teaching the principles of God’s reign
are essential parts of being a follower of Jesus. Fol-
lowing Pentecost and the coming of the Holy Spirit,
the disciples spread throughout the known world of
the day fulfilling this “Great Commission” Jesus lay
upon them.

Of course, Jesus did not lay out a specific game plan
for how this work of proclamation should happen.
In different ages and in different times this central
task of Christian discipleship has been done in dif-
ferent ways. Even today, there are a wide array of
opinions about how best to carry out the Great
Commission. How one proclaims the Gospel is not
nearly as important as proclaiming it!

Some people feel called to directly witness to their
faith by talking to anyone who will listen about Je-
sus and his Gospel. Others are more subtle in their
faith sharing, preferring to slowly build relationships
and bear witness in the midst of those relationship.
Still others, witness to their faith through their ser-
vice in Christ’s name, performing acts of love, com-
passion and mercy modeled on the Way of Jesus.
Most combine all three approaches, depending on
the circumstance.

How is it that YOU carry out this Great Commission?
How is it that YOU share Christ with the world?

Prayers of Intercession

In the Prayers of Intercession the congregations
lifts up the concerns of individuals, the church
and the world before God and one another. In a
way, these prayers are the beginning of our mis-
sion as God’s people in the world. As one person
put it, “The Prayers are the working agenda for
the people of God in the coming week.” After all,
aren’t the people of God the hands of God in the
world?

The Prayers are more than just the prayers of the
pastor or assisting minister who speaks them.
They truly are meant to be the “prayers of the
people.” That is why we end each petition with
the words, “Lord, in your mercy, hear our
prayer.” Because these are corporate prayers,
they are meant to general in scope. The goal in
shaping these prayers is that everyone gathered
can, in some way, make them their prayers.

Here at University Lutheran, we always include
prayers for the missionaries we support and for
those who have lost loved ones in the past
month. Since the wars began in Afghanistan and
Irag, we also include prayers for those military
personnel and others serving in harm’s way. Fi-
nally, we provide time in each week’s prayers for
individual members to speak the names of those
in need. The remainder of the prayers focus on
the preaching theme of the week, areas of mu-
tual concern or specific issues effecting a broad
number of people in our community, nation or
world.

The congregation’s weekly prayers are neither
idol thoughts nor empty gestures. Through our
prayers we call God to action and experience the
activity of God in our lives. Prayer both changes
the lives of those prayed for and of those who
are doing the praying. The weekly prayers of the
congregation both summarize the needs and con-
cerns of the week that has just past, and draw
our attention to those things which should fill our
prayer work in the week ahead.
